Studies from the International Monetary Fund
suggest that reducing income inequality by one Gini coefficient point
can extend a country’s economic growth period by 15%. Countries
like South Korea have demonstrated how maintaining relatively low
income inequality while achieving rapid economic growth creates a
more sustainable and resilient economy, benefiting citizens across all

income levels.
